e Enrolled over 300 trial patients in 2020/21 with over 500 visits - average trial target enrollment is 24 n

e Voluntary enrollment by client-owned pets for each trial, with full consenting process to participate

e To protect the well being of the patients and their owners, each study is thoroughly reviewed by two different
regulatory committees:
o Clinical Trial Review Board (CTRB)
o Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee (IACUC)

e Adheres to the VICH GL9 Good Clinical Practices guildlines for conducting clinical trials
